CALL THE MEETING TO ORDER 

 

 Council President Jasionowski called the meeting to order at 8:00 P.M. in the Council 
Chambers of the Municipal Building located at 406 Rivervale Road, River Vale, New Jersey 
07675.  
 

SALUTE TO FLAG 

 

 Council President Jasionowski asked all in attendance to rise and join him in a Salute to 
the Flag. 
 

SUNSHINE LAW STATEMENT 

 

 Council President Jasionowski read the Sunshine Statement into the record, as follows: 

 

“In accordance with the provisions set forth in the Open Public Meetings Law, 
notification of this meeting has been sent to all officially appointed Township newspapers 
and notice is posted at the Municipal Office.” 
 

ROLL CALL 

 

 Councilman Bromberg, Councilman Matos, Councilman de Stefan, Councilwoman Sieg, 
and Council President Jasionowski were present.   
 
 Also present:  Mayor Joseph Blundo, Robert Gallione, Business Administrator, Holly 
Schepisi, Township Attorney, Dennis Harrington, Township Engineer and Karen Padva, 
Township Deputy Clerk. 

 
TOWNSHIP COMMUNICATION 

  
 1. Mayor’s Comments 
 
 Mayor Blundo commented on the Holiday Farms water main break and wanted to extend 
his thanks to Ken Peterson with the River Vale Board of Education.   The Mayor acknowledged 
Mr. Peterson’s efforts to make everyone feel comfortable as well as offering the schools as a 
staging area.   
 
 The Mayor reported on the status of the Tyska case which was settled in consultation 
with the MEL, Edelstein, and Holly Schepisi.    The Settlement was in the best interest of the 
Township and provided a payout of $95,000 which was coverage by the insurance carrier.  
Additionally, as part of the agreement Ms. Tyska would receive health insurance coverage 
provided by the Township.  Mayor Blundo went on explain that had the case gone to trial and lost 
the town would be responsible for legal expenses without coverage from the MEL.  In addition, 
the Mayor explained that the meeting was held on an off day because of deadlines sent by the 
court. 
 
 Mayor Blundo gave an update on the FAA which is continuing its plans to have flight 
plans over the Pascack Valley area. The Mayor also stated his support of Pascack Valley Hospital 
and the importance of having a local hospital especially in the event of an emergency.  He plans 
on working with other local towns to keep the hospital open.    
 
 The Mayor also asked the Council to consider passing a resolution this evening asking 
the state to increase their contribution to the Garden State Preservation Trust Fund.  This Fund is 
scheduled to run out in 2007.  The importance of this fund is to maintain and protect of open 
space in New Jersey. 
 

 In conclusion, the Mayor commented that there has been a committee formed to 
look into a possible major improvement to the Township’s fields infrastructure.  This 
committee is scheduled to meet within the next couple of weeks. 
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JIF SAFETY AWARD—Roy Blumenthal and Brian Eifert of Eifert, French & Company 
presented Mayor Blundo and Council President Glen Jasionowski with the JIF Safety Award.    

 
2. Council Comments 

 
 Councilman de Stefan commented that at the previous Council meeting he suggested 
supporting a resolution opposing the change in the time of decision rule.  He stressed the 
importance of this issue and would like it to be on the April 9th agenda. 
 
 Councilman de Stefan also commented on Resolutions 2007-86 and 2007-88; he has 
worked with both of these professionals and highly recommends their appointments.  Councilman 
de Stefan also recommended implementing Michael Hakim’s recommendation into the Steep 
Slope Ordinance before adoption. 
 
 The Township Attorney recommends accepting Michael Hakim’s recommendations to 
the Steep Slope Ordinance.  She added that this ordinance is scheduled for adoption at the April 
9th meeting. 

 
Councilman Matos thanked Roy Blumenthal for his service to the Township.  

Councilman Matos also commented on his remarks about the Aaron Back settlement which were 
published in a recent Community Life article.  He stated that after much discussion he agrees with 
the facts and that there is no corruption. 
 
 Councilwoman Sieg had no comments this evening. 
 

Councilman Bromberg remarked that he is pleased that the pending litigation is being 
resolved.  He had additional remarks about the construction projects and how it has been a 
learning process for the Council.  Councilman Bromberg feels this leaning process should make 
future project run better. 

 
Councilman Bromberg encouraged residents to write letters to the FAA opposing the 

proposed flight plans over the Pascack Valley.  He also offered his congratulations to Roy 
Blumenthal. 

 
Council President Jasionowski thanked the Athletic Director, Mike Freedman for all his 

work in helping organize and run the registration for the T-ball program 
 
The Township Attorney gave a review of Michael Hakim’s recommendations to the 

Steep Slope Ordinance.  The changes are minor modifications and clarifications.   Councilman 
Bromberg questioned whether Mr. Hakim had seen the original document.  According to the 
Attorney, it is her understanding that Mr. Hakim did not see the original document.   Councilman 
Bromberg remarked that he was glad to have a professional opinion rendered in order to make an 
educated decision.  Councilman de Stefan agreed and feels with Mr. Hakim’s changes that the 
ordinance is even better.  He added that a tree survey should be included.  The Township 
Attorney added that the engineer’s comments were incorporated into the original draft. 

 
HEARING OF THE PUBLIC 

 
 Motion by Councilman Matos; seconded by Councilman de Stefan to open the meeting to 
the public.   
 

Council President Jasionowski read the following statement into the record. 
 
 “Each person wishing to address the Council shall step up to the microphone, shall give 
his or her name in an audible tone for the record.  All member of the public are expected to 
conduct themselves in a proper manner.  Any derogatory, abusive or threatening statements will 
not be permitted.  The Chair will immediately rule such conduct out of order and terminate any 
further comments.”    
 
 
Joe Massin - 68 Holiday Court – commended the emergency services volunteers regarding the 
Holiday Farm water break.  Mr. Massin stressed open communication and also questioned the 
status of the trees on Piermont Avenue.  The Business Administrator answered that the County 
has been notified of the problem and Edgewood Country Club has also offered to help with 
regard to the preservation of the trees. 
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Lorraine Waldes – 797 Westwood Avenue – commended Ken Peterson and all the assistance and 
help he provided the residents affected by the work main break.  Mrs. Waldes also remarked on 
snowplowing and mailbox damage.   In addition, Ms. Waldes remarked on errors and omissions 
insurance with regard to the architect and engineer and the pending construction projects.  
Council President Jasionowski informed Ms. Waldes that the sub-committee formed to 
investigate the projects has meet once and is scheduled to meet again in two weeks. 
 

The Township attorney added that all the professionals are required to carry insurance.  
She added that there hasn’t been any clarification that the professionals acted inappropriately. 
Mayor Blundo also added that it too early in the process but if it is discovered that someone acted 
wrongly the Council would discuss their recourse.   

 
Ms. Waldes stressed the important of transparency in government and requested that the 

Council report back to the residents on pending issues.  Councilman Bromberg added that with 
regard to the budget he requested that the minutes of a prior meeting be amended to reflect 
comments that Mrs. Waldes made.    Ms. Waldes had remarked that budget items and costs need 
to be more easily found within the budget. 

 
Mike Fredman – 601 Sunnyhill Terrace – thanked the Council for forming a committee to look 
into possible field improvements.  Mr. Freedman gave an update on T-ball registration (100 
children), the 7th & 8th grade boys as well as both the 6th grade boys and girls won their divisions 
in the Hillsdale Hoops Tournament.  In addition, the 5th & 6th grade girls Group 4 Soccer won 
their championship.  Mr. Freedman informed the Council that baseball and lacrosse (130 children 
participating) are starting soon and that more field time needs to be scheduled for lacrosse. 
 
Howard Lawrence – 607 Montview Place – commented on the water problem in his property. 
 
Paul Dobson – 554 Rivervale Road – commented on the projects in River Vale and how the costs 
go over budget.  Stressed how serious the responsibility the Council has. 
 

There being no questions or comments from the public; motion by Councilman 
Bromberg; seconded by Councilman de Stefan to close the meeting to the public.   
  
ENGINEERS REPORT 

 
 The Township Engineer gave an update on DPW bid scheduled to be advertised on April 
4th with a bid opening on May 7th.  The project could be awarded at the May 14th Council 
meeting.  Mr. Harrington will have a report on Mr. Lawrence’s property shortly.  He also gave an 
update on both the status of the Community Center and North Firehouse.   
 
 Mayor Blundo spoke about the pocket park near the Jewish Home and that Council 
President Jasionowski suggested the placement of a monument for the EMS personnel.   
 
 Councilman Bromberg had questions regarding the release of the maintenance bond on 
the Four Corners project.  He also questioned the standard length of a maintenance bond.  The 
Township Attorney answered that the standard length of a maintenance bond is two (2) years; this 
bond however is a one (1) year bond.   

 
Council President Jasionowski requested a five (5) minute break at 9:00pm.  The meeting 
reconvened at 9:05pm

RESOLUTION SUPPORTING RENEWAL OF THE GRADEN STATE PRESERVATION 

TRUST 

 
 

WHEREAS, the continued investment in open space and farmland preservation is vitally 
important to the state, as it enhances New Jersey’s economy, safeguards its remaining natural, 
agricultural, recreational and cultural resources and preserve its character; and  
 
WHEREAS, New Jersey continues to face incredible pressure from development, losing nearly 
50 acres of open space daily to new development projects; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Garden State Preservation Trust provides a match for open space taxes collected 
by all 21 counties and more than 225 municipalities; and 
 
WHEREAS, protecting open spaces and improving urban natural areas stabilizes local property 
taxes and revitalizes communities; and 
 
WHEREAS, since its creations in 1998, the Garden State Preservation Trust has enabled the 
State of New Jersey, its local governments, and nonprofits to acquire over 432,000 acres of parks, 
open space and farmland; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Garden State Preservation Trust is essential not only to the State’s conservation 
programs but also to the work of counties, municipalities and nonprofit organizations by 
providing grants and low interest loans to help preserve land while protecting natural resources 
and farmland for future generations; and 
 
WHEREAS, even many of the places already protected—our states and local parks—are 
threatened by inadequate levels of funding for operations, maintenance, and stewardship; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Garden State Preservation Trust is virtually depleted, with funds to b 
completely exhausted in 2007 despite the continued need for programs it makes possible; and 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the governing body of the Township of River 
Vale, in the County of Bergen and State of New Jersey as follows: 
 

1. The municipality supports the renewal and strengthening of the Garden State 
Preservation Trust, to provide $325 million annually for New Jersey to continue its 
programs to acquire open space and farmland and improve historic sites and preserved 
lands.  This amount includes $225 million a year for acquisition and $100 million a year 
for capital projects, which could be provided by bonding an annual dedicated stream of 
approximately $150 million. 
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2. The municipality supports the dedication of $56 million annually to establish a stable 
source of funding for operation, maintenance, and stewardship for parks, recreation and 
natural areas.
